EXECUTION

3.1
EXAMINATION

A.
Examine pavement surface to receive bus lane textured coating system.
B.
Notify Architect/Engineer of conditions that would adversely affect application or subsequent use.
C.
Do not begin surface preparation or application until unacceptable conditions are corrected.

3.2
SURFACE PREPARATION

A.
Protection of In-Place Conditions:  Protect adjacent surfaces and landscaping from contact with bus lane textured coating system. Masking paper or protective shields may be used to prevent overspray.
B.
Prepare surfaces in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions.

C.
Cure new asphalt surfaces a minimum of 14 to 30 days before application of bus lane textured coating system.
D.
Remove dirt, dust, debris, oil, grease, vegetation, loose materials, and other surface contaminants which could adversely affect application of bus lane textured coating system.  
E.
Repair cracks and surface defects in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions before application of bus lane textured coating system.

F.
Ensure surface repairs are flush and smooth to adjoining surfaces.
3.3
APPLICATION

A.
Apply bus lane textured coating system in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions at locations indicated on the Drawings.

B.
Mix materials in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions.

C.
Apply a minimum of 2 coats of bus lane textured coating system to prepared surfaces in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions.  A 3rd coat shall be applied in conflict zones and areas with high-wear and power steering traffic (i.e. intersections and prime vehicle traffic areas).
D.
Allow material drying times in accordance with manufacturer’s instructions before applying line and symbol markings or opening completed surface to foot traffic.
3.4
LINE MARKINGS

A. Lay out bus lane markings in accordance with the engineer:

B.
For maximum durability, apply a wet film thickness of 30-35 mils. Follow manufacturer’s product data sheet for complete application instructions.
3.5
CLEAR COAT

A.
Apply a minimum of 1 clear coat application, per manufacturer specifications.

3.5
PROTECTION

A.
Allow a minimum of 12 to 24 hours curing time before opening bus lane textured coating system to traffic.
B.
Protect applied bus lane textured coating system to ensure that, except for normal weathering, coating system will be without damage or deterioration at time of Substantial Completion.
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
